Breeding Bird Monitoring Programme (BBMP) in Czechia
The goal of programme: Documentation of long-term changes of numbers of common bird species in Czechia.
Results in 2017: Altogether 70 volunteers counted birds at 98 transects. Actualised data have been processed by the semi-automated procedure using online database, BirdStats and Trim and population trends for 118 species are used for analyses and published (jpsp.birds.cz/vysledky.php). 
The final evaluation of the year took place at the CSO membership meeting in Písek 25. 11. 2017. As in previous years, a lottery was organised for those volunteers who counted and send their data in time. The main price was assigned only for those who counted more than 10 years. Winners are: Zbyněk Piro (main price, binocular Meostar B1 10*42), Zuzana Strnadová (books, 2 000 Kč) and Jiří Víteček (books, 1000 Kč). 

One expert study – Common Bird Indicator 2016 – was produced for the Ministry of Evironment and second – Farmland Bird Indicator 2017 – for the Ministry of Agriculture. This financial income is essential for BBMP coordination and development. 
The completely new monitoring scheme consisting from very detailed mapping along a pair of 1 km line transects using smartphones and tablets was tested, including the software, by 20 volunteers in the field during the breeding season 2017.
Financial sources: BBMP coordination costs are covered by the income from expert studies.
